GEOCACHE SIZES

A geocache is a physical
container containing a
logbook.

Geocaches come in
many shapes and sizes.




DIFFICULTY & TERRAIN (D/T)

Every geocache has a difficulty (D) rating and a terrain (T) rating on a five point scale
known as a D/T rating. To increase your chances of finding a geocache, look for one

with a low difficulty and terrain rating.

Effort needed to solve and find the geocache and Physical effort needed to arrive at the
logbook. geocache coordinates.

geocache to geocache towards a
goal, such as visiting every state in
the US.



PUT THE
GEOCACHE

exactly as you found it, even if
you think you see a better spot
for it.

Log your find in the app and share
your experience with others.

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Always bring a pen. When you’re within about 30 feet/10
